Re: Tree Planting Program
Dear Rustic Estates Board,

I am currently requesting that the Board approve a request to have Live Oak Trees
Planted throughout the community. The Board in it infamous wisdom, approved a
$5,000 line item amount to accomplish this goal. Considering, the water restrictions
which have been placed upon us and the rainy season which is quickly approaching, I feel
that it would be a great benefit to have this project completed within the month of May.

I have met and spoken with Zamora Landscaping, our current landscaping company.
They have agreed to complete the project at a cost of $125 per Grade A Live Oak (10 to
14 ft, plus an additional cost of $21 per tree to plant and mulch. Based on this cost, |
recommend we plant 30 Live Oaks at a total cost of $146 per tree, which would place a
total expense upon the community of $4,380. This would leave a surplus of $620 in the
line item so that we may maintain some additional dollars to complete other
miscellaneous tree related items in the future, such as stump-grinding and/or fertilizing.

Please note below some reasons why this project is important and the benefits.

e Trees fight pollution. A typical healthy tree can remove up to 48 pounds of carbon
dioxide (CO,) from the air every year. Excessive amounts of atmospheric CO;
from human activities is considered one of the leading causes of "Global
Warming." Tree roots can also help to filter groundwater and protect erosion.

e Shade from trees helps to keep buildings, streets, and parking lots cool. Evidence
indicates that well-positioned shade trees can cut a building's cooling costs by up
to 50%. Trees also help to cool the air in our cities through evapotranspiration.

e Trees provide habitat for wildlife. Birds that nest in trees eat mosquitoes and other
insects.

e Trees can add up to 15 % to property values. They also make our neighborhoods
and city streets more attractive to tourists and investors.

The way | envision this project being completed is through strong community
communication. In the next week or so, the Board will be sending out a letter notifying
the community of the tree planting taking place in May. The Board, after locators has
already marked the entire community, will go around with Zamora Landscaping and
marking the locations of the 30 trees with an orange spray can and giving the residents

one week to call or email with there comments. Based on those comments we will adjust
the locations. Once the one week time period for comments has expired and adjustments
have been made, Zamora Landscaping will begin planting the Live Oaks and completing
the project within a two day period.

Should this request meet the board’s approval, | would strongly recommend that we
move forward aggressively to have this project completed. | thank the board for
addressing this much important issue and having the foresight to address the need.

Virginia live oak
Quercus virginiana

Fagaceae

General Landscape Uses:
Accent or specimen tree in residential and commercial landscapes. One of the
most versitile and important landscaping trees in South Florida.

Ecological Restoration Notes:
A key canopy tree in mesic and prairie hammocks. Usually not dominant in

rockland hammocks or maritime hammocks in South Florida, but still relatively
abundant.

Availability:
Widely cultivated.

Description:
Medium to large tree with a round-topped, broad crown from wide-spreading
branches. Trunks large, becoming massive, to 3-4 feet in diameter after several
decades. Bark hard, grayish, broken into numerous ridges and furrows. Leaves
dark green, shining above, 2-5 inches long. Briefly semi-deciduous, with most
leaf loss occurring immediately preceeding new spring growth.

Dimensions:
Typically 30-50 feet in height in South Florida; to 103 feet in Florida. Often as
broad as tall.

Growth Rate:
Moderate to fast.

Range:
Southeastern United States west to Texas and south to the Monroe County
Keys; Cuba. Limited in distribution in the Florida Keys to a single small area on
North Key Largo. Its historical presence on barrier islands from Key Biscayne
northward in Miami-Dade County is also doubtful.

Habitats:
Moist forests.

Soils:
Moist to rarely innundated, well-drained to moderately well-drained sandy,
limestone or organic soils, with humusy top layer.

Nutritional Requirements:
Moderate; can grow in nutrient poor soils, but needs some organic content to
thrive.

Salt Water Tolerance:
Low; does not tolerate long-term flooding by salt or brackish water.

Salt Wind Tolerance:
Moderate; grows near salt water, but is protected from direct salt spray by
other vegetation.

Drought Tolerance:
Moderate; generally requires moist soils, but tolerant of short periods of
drought once established.

Light Requirements:



Full sun.

Flower Color:
Green.

Flower Characteristics:
Inconspicuous. Pollination is by wind.

Flowering Season:
Early spring, before the emergence of new leaves.

Fruit:
Brown acorn. Edible.

Wildlife and Ecology:
Provides significant food and cover for wildlife. Larval host plant for Horace's
duskywing (Erynnis horatius), red-banded hairstreak (Calycopis cecrops) and
white-M hairstreak (Parrhasius m-album) butterflies; possible larval host for
Juvenal's duskywing (Erynnis juvenalis) and oak hairstreak (Fixsenia favonius)
butterflies. The acorns are utilized by squirrels. Great horned owls and other
birds nest in the trees. Also an excellent epiphyte tree.

Comments:
An excellent and versitile tree useful nearly throughout South Florida. Its
broad-spreading habit can be countered by planting other trees around it, so

that it must compete for light. Synonyms: some authors treat the Cuban plants
as a separate species, Q. cubana.
